Independent 
Investigation

What you will learn in Year 13
Students undertake an independent investigation into an 

aspect of Germany history of their choice. The teaching focus 
switches to medieval and early modern England and the War 
of the Roses. Students deepen their understanding of their 

thematic study of Tudor foreign policy.

What you will learn in Year 12
In Year 12 students focus on English history 
from the late-15th Century to the end of the 

early 17th century. Their study details the Tudor 
monarch’s dealings with other European 

nations and how their foreign policy is 
conducted over the period. In order to provide 

students with an area outside this focus and 
one with which they are familiar, we have 

included a European topic covering the �rst 
part of the 20th Century that covers Weimar 

and Nazi Germany and extends into post-war 
divided Germany.
