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What you will learn in Year 13
In Year 13, students will continue learning the A2 topics in the 
Autumn term & a further statistical investigation. In the Spring 
term they will take mock examinations, followed by remaining 

A2 topics.  In the Summer term, there will be revision for the 
A-level examinations.

What you will learn in Year 12
In Year 12, students will start 

with the AS topics in the Autumn 
term, followed by an assessment. 

In the Spring term they will 
complete the AS topics, followed 
by a statistical investigation.  In 
the Summer term,students will 

begin learning the A2 topics and 
take  the AS examination 

(internal).

What you will learn in Year 11
In Year 11, students will continue with the Higher tier 

topics in the Autumn term plus a Team Sports 
investigation. In the Spring term there are mock 

examinations, followed by the remaining higher tier 
topics, with a Holidays investigation.  In the Summer 

term, students will concentrate on revision for the GCSE 
examinations.

What you will learn in Year 
10

In Year 10, students will study 
the foundation tier topics in 
the Autumn term, �nishing 
with an assessment.  In the 
Spring term students will 

undertake a memory 
investigation, followed by 

some higher tier topics, with 
an assessment.  In the Summer 

term, they will study further 
higher tier topics followed by a 

climate investigation and an 
assessment.
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
